We the scientists of the United States, in order to form a more perfect union, do ordain and establish this physics experiment for the Second Hour Physics class of America.  In this experiment, we measured the length of a closed-end tube at the first harmonic to determine the speed of sound through air.  It was rad.  Since the actual value of the speed of sound through air is 340 m/s and we scientists got 333.23 m/s, our percent of difference was only 1.7%.  Because of this, we scientists must have done a bang-up job.  There are few ways we scientists could have done better, but one of those ways is to somehow attach the glass tube to the plastic tube, so the amount of the tube above water doesn’t change between the time we hear the harmonic to the time we measure.
