The Spillway Area is an ORV park, with plenty of wide lanes for passing and fast downhills and bermed corners.  
This race will be a team relay; one racer from each team will carry the baton one lap at a time and the team with 

the most laps after 90 minutes will be crowned champion! 
All teams will start at 8 am.  

Points will be awarded in Team Time Trial fashion, counting towards overall team standings. 
 
 

Overall Prizes: Special Awards will be presented to top three 
individuals in each field and top three teams in the relay will 
receive trophies worthy of their accomplishments. 
 
Individual and team points will be scored and applied to 
season standings counting towards Nationals qualification.

Directions:  
To Fancy Creek State Park: 

Take Highway 24 (Tuttle Creek Blvd) Northwest out of Manhattan about 20 miles to the town of Randolph. Turn East 
(right) on to Hwy 16, and go about one mile. Take the second Left into the park. There will be signs. If you cross a humongous 
bridge going E ast, youôve gone too far. 
 

To Spillway ORV Area: 
Take Hwy 24 North out of town. Before you get to the lake, turn right onto Barnes Road. This goes NE and becomes 

Dyer Road. After aboot 3 miles, turn Left into the parking lot. Again look for signs.
